Members who are paid up according to the above schedule are considered full privilege members under the Trumbull County Bar Association Constitution.


Dues are due on January 1 of each year but are payable through the first quarter.  Anyone who has not paid their dues by January 31 will be charged a $25.00 late fee.**  Anyone who has not paid their dues by March 31 will receive a notice of such non-payment and given thirty (30) days to make said dues payment.
